Purpose of “The Spirit of the United Nations” Award

In honor of the anniversary of the United Nations, the Week of Spirituality, Values and Global Concerns was created in October 2007 to foster the growth of a culture of peace in which “we, the peoples of the world”, can address together our common challenges in a holistic, positive and transformative way. The Week’s activities recognize that spirituality and adherence to universal values, such as those expressed in the United Nations Charter and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, are important keys to providing solutions to global concerns. The aims of the Week are designed to inspire and generate collective engagement in an annual worldwide celebration. Members of the UN community and the public are invited to participate. 

The NGO Committee on Spirituality, Values and Global Concerns (NY) (CSVGC-NY) created “The Spirit of the United Nations” Award in October 2007 to recognize and acknowledge those individuals whose work in the United Nations community is an expression of the core principles, spirit and vision on which the United Nations was founded.
Criteria of Nominee

1. Someone that has demonstrated the vision and spirit of the United Nations as expressed through the Charter of the UN, the Declaration of Human Rights and the Week of Spirituality, Values and Global Concerns.

2. Someone that has done exemplary work in promoting spirituality and values at the United Nations and beyond and is widely recognized and highly respected for his/her collaborative work.  

3. Someone who has been working in the United Nations community for a minimum of 5 years or more.

Please Note:

a) Each nominator is only allowed to nominate once in each category. 

b) Members of the CSVGC-NY Executive Committee, Members of the SUNA Task Force as well as members of organizations represented by Executive Committee and SUNA Task Force are not eligible to be nominated.

c) All candidates should have supporting information including a biography and a personal recommendation of a minimum of 100 words or more attached by the person submitting the nomination. This should not be submitted by anyone other than the person submitting the nomination officially on behalf of any particular group. 

d) Only those submissions sent in before June 3, 2011 at 5pm will be considered.
