ChairPerson’s Report

The Alliance, still not having a regular Secretary and this being the first meeting without the interim (intern) Secretary, Nancy Grosselfinger was asked to take notes for the meeting. A discussion ensued regarding solutions to this issue given that to date no-one from the Alliance has stepped up to take on the position of Secretary. The Treasurer noted there are insufficient funds in the Alliance account to cover expenses for a paid executive secretary. Electronic recording of meetings was also raised but not considered feasible. The solution remained unresolved at the end of discussions, which included utilizing undergraduate interns for the task. The latter was dismissed as a permanent solution but the Alliance remained grateful to the work of Stephanie Weber (John Jay College undergraduate) who had helped fill the gap until the last meeting. 

It was noted that Jan 19-23 was the election of ICC judges. The Chair also noted that she was still waiting to hear from Simone Monasebian when the Trafficking forum was to be held in April. That there are two speakers lined up: one from Myanmar/Thailand are and another who has information about trafficking in Colombia.

It was further noted that the Crime Commission would be held 16 – 24 April in Vienna. [Irene Melup noted that Osaki will be leaving Treaty Affairs and that there may be a replacement coming from the ranks of the US State Department.]

Yael Danieli noted that: 

· Andre Laperiere was stepping down as the Executive Director of the Victims Trust Fund effective June 2009
· she is now Distinguished Professor  of International Psychology at  in the Chicago School of Professional Psychology and that they have satellite programs in Rwanda and Israel
· the report on the terrorism meeting from Sept 9th is still being awaited from the Secretary General.

Working Party on Prevention 

The Working Party was delighted that Afaf Mahfouz had arranged the special presentation by Sana Kahn. This went well and participating Alliance members were grateful to have the speaker and members from the Missions (5 came from UN Missions including Denmark, Finland, Ukraine) as well as other NGOs present. 

The forum on the Challenges of policing in peacekeeping that has been under discussion will not take place in Feb 2009. The Working Party will keep this on its list for Forum @ Four topics. The Committee will remain ready to support the next Forum@Four anticipated to be in support of the April event involving Emma Thompson that Simone Monasebian will be coordinating in conjunction with the DG and others. Yael noted that she has two speakers lined up for this Forum@Four: one from Colombia and one from Myanmar/Thailand. The dates for the April Forum are still not set, waiting for information from Simone.

Rosalind Harris is still endeavoring to connect with the CONGO Committee on Drugs about the possibility of cooperating on common areas of interest.

Working Party on the Congress

It was noted that draft resolutions need to be submitted 6 weeks before the Commission to get ready for the Congress. The proposed Convention on Victims is still seeking a country to take the lead. Karen Smith/Seconded by Janice proposed that this Committee be taken up by the whole Alliance during the main meeting. The timing issue was largely problematic. For some meeting prior to the general meeting was problematic as after was for others. It was decided that the Working Party on the 12th Congress would effectively become a committee of the whole to be scheduled within the main body of the next Alliance meeting.

Melup Report:

Dimitri (?) is in charge of the Congress. Karen McLaughlin attended a recent AWPUL meeting in Brazil. Irene understands Eduardo will be involved in some way with a Chinese anti-corruption agency. Qatar will get an anti-corruption meetings and the Asian Crime Prevention regular meeting will be in Mongolia. Because of the issues in financing and technology areas, there is a felt need for more of the private sector to be active in this area. Nancy Grosselfinger asked about access to the “private” sessions run by the private sector. 

Other general topics raised as critical areas for the Congress were police and the Blue Helmets, issues of nation building and children/gangs as well as trafficking.

News from Affiliates

Yael reported that mental health has been included in the Geneva agenda along with physical health. Afaf Mahfouz reported on her organizations’ meeting on November 24th and that it was an impactful and focused meeting. Karen Smith also noted that her organization met on Nov. 25th in Conference Room 4 as their fourth forum on poverty eradication in conjunction with DESA.
